ARegions of provenance:
Denmark is considered as a single region of provenance with altitude between 0 and 150 m above sea

level.

Exception: two regions of provenance have been defined for pedonculate oak and sessile oak:
Region of provenance nAl: Production forest areas - covers greater part of the country and is
characterised by average

temperature and precipitation conditions. All selected stands are located in this region of provenance.
Region of provenance nA 2: Protective forest locations - consists of spotted appearances of smaller
areas in the country,

characterised by climatic conditions unsuited for productive forests, but allowing growth forests with
significant shelter

functions in combination with a certain wood production. The locations are characterised by strong
wind exposure, soils

with low fertility and lower temperatures than the average. Areas are primarily located in Jutland, west
of the ice front

line along Jutlandish ridge and in Northern Jutland.o
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
